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VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES

Volunteers are the backbone of any Facility that is operated by a non-profit Society! Nanton’s Elevators are just such a facility and volunteers are needed to ensure that the Elevators can be kept open for tours. 2010 was the first year that we were open to the public for any extended period of time – June through September. In those 4 months we were visited by a fairly large number of people and this will only increase as word gets out, that there are tours of the Elevators available! There are 3 types of opportunities to volunteer……… 

GREETING AND WELCOMING VISITORS AT THE FRONT DESK

Throughout the months of June to September, 5 days per week, we operate with both Staff and Volunteers. The volunteers are paired up with a staff member(s) and work either a morning shift from 10:00 am to 1:00 pm OR an afternoon shift from 1:00 pm to 4:00 pm. The volunteers would mainly be scheduled for the months of June and September. They greet all visitors and provide them with information, and assist them with Gift Shop purchases. The volunteers will be trained and assisted by a Staff Member and there are lots of printed materials to assist in the answering of visitors questions. 

CONDUCTING TOURS OF THE ELEVATOR

Throughout the months of June to September – 5 days a week, all visitors to the Elevator are offered a tour of the site. The tours will involve information and some hands on activities in which the visitors are invited to participate. The tour guides give the visitors all the information about the operations of a grain elevator in the days in which grain was hauled by farmers to their local elevators. There is good signage to aid in the tour information and the volunteers will be trained by a knowledgeable Tour Guide and a tour narrative has been prepared to assist in the information given during the tours. The volunteer tours guides would also work 3 hour shifts (10:00 am to 1:00 pm OR 1:00 pm to 4:00 pm).

BEING A MEMBER OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
The Society is managed by a board of 9 directors. Each director is elected for a one year term and each year at the Annual General Meeting all 9 positions are up for elections. Persons sitting on the current board have the option to run again for election (which is encouraged) or they may decide not to run again for another year. Each year the newly elected board has a meeting as quickly as possible after the election, to form the Executive: Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer. There are also several committees formed to ensure the proper administration of the Society and each Board Member is asked to Chair one or more of these committees.
